As Catholics we believe that “Faith seeks understanding” so we must form our intellect.

Part 3. Men and women have at their disposal an array of resources for generating greater knowledge of truth
so that their lives may be ever more human. Among these is philosophy, which is directly concerned with ask-
ing the question of life's meaning and sketching an answer to it. Philosophy emerges, then, as one of noblest
of human tasks. According to its Greek etymology, the term philosophy means “love of wisdom”. Born and
nurtured when the human being first asked questions about the reason for things and their purpose, philoso-
phy shows in different modes and forms that the desire for truth is part of human nature itself. It is an innate
property of human reason to ask why things are as they are, even though the answers which gradually emerge
are set within a horizon which reveals how the different human cultures are complementary.

Philosophy's powerful influence on the formation and development of the cultures of the West should not ob-
scure the influence it has also had upon the ways of understanding existence found in the East. Every people
has its own native and seminal wisdom which, as a true cultural treasure, tends to find voice and develop in
forms which are genuinely philosophical. One example of this is the basic form of philosophical knowledge
which is evident to this day in the postulates which inspire national and international legal systems in regulat-
ing the life of society.

As you may know by now, I have been writing to you all regarding
different aspects of life at the seminary. Today let’s talk about the |
different ways that seminarians serve at the seminary. These next
few posts will focus on how the different class-levels at St. Patrick’s Seminary serves at our
liturgies.

When I arrived at St. Patrick’s Seminary in the fall of 2017, all the incoming seminarians
were expected to serve in the sacristy for a year on a weekly, rotating basis. Sacristy duty
consists in assisting the Head Sacristan, who is typically an upperclassman, to set up the
chapel for communal prayers and Holy Mass. We learned about how to properly set up a
chalice and credence table. We learned about the different vestments the priest and deacon
wear and how to properly prepare them for Mass. We learned the names of the different
liturgical books and when and how they are used. Ultimately, we became masters of our
sacristy and all these aspects became second nature.

On a deeper level, serving in the sacristy taught me discipline, attention to detail, and the
importance of preparation. In waking up early to prepare for Mass in the sacristy, I also
learned the importance of waking up early to prepare my own soul for Mass. This is
something that we can all do every time we attend Mass. We can take some time to go to
confession or take time to quiet prayer to examine and prepare ourselves before encountering
Jesus in the Eucharist.

Parte 3. El hombre y la mujer tienen a su disposicion un conjunto de recursos para generar un mayor conoci-
miento de la verdad para que su vida sea cada vez mas humana. Entre ellos se encuentra la filosofia, que se
ocupa directamente de formular la pregunta sobre el significado de la vida y esbozar una respuesta a ella. La
filosofia surge, entonces, como una de las tareas humanas mas nobles. Segun su etimologia griega, el término
filosofia significa "amor a la sabiduria".

La poderosa influencia de la filosofia en la formacion y el desarrollo de las culturas de Occidente no debe os-
curecer la influencia que también ha tenido sobre las formas de entender la existencia que se encuentran en
Oriente. Cada pueblo tiene su propia sabiduria nativa y seminal que, como un verdadero tesoro cultural, tiende
a encontrar voz y desarrollarse en formas genuinamente filosoficas. Un ejemplo de esto es la forma basica de
conocimiento filos6fico que es evidente hasta el dia de hoy en los postulados que inspiran los sistemas legales
nacionales e internacionales en la regulacion de la vida de la sociedad.
