Celebrating God's Merciful Love
Divine Mercy Sunday

DIVINE MERCY
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\_ U In the Jubilee Year 2000, Pope John Paul II proclaimed that from

&/ | that year forward the Second Sunday of Easter would be celebrat-
| ed as Divine Mercy Sunday. This was proclaimed at the Canoni-
zation Mass of  St. Faustina Kawalska, who worked throughout
her life to make all aware of the merciful love of God. St. Faustina (1905-1938) was born and raised in
Poland. Following a vocation to religious life, she was  accepted by the Congregation of the Sisters of Our
Lady of Mercy. As a member of the Congregation, she worked as a cook, gardener, and porter. In her spiritu-
al life, her contemplation on the Mercy of God led her to develop a childlike trust in God and deep love for
her neighbor. In her years in the convent, St. Faustina heard a call from God to make God’s mercy known to
the world so that the world may more fully receive God’s healing grace. St. Faustina promoted the Chaplet
of Divine Mercy which consists of the recitation of prayers to the Eternal Father with the use of the rosary
for the sake of Christ’s sorrowful passion.

The Chaplet is prayed as follows:

1. Begin with the Sign of the Cross, one Our Father, one Hail Mary, and the Apostles’ Creed.
2. On the Our Father beads, recite the following:
“Eternal Father, I offer you the Body and Blood, Soul and Divinity of your dearly beloved Son, our
Lord Jesus Christ, in atonement for our sins and those of the whole world.”
3. On the ten Hail Mary beads, say the following:
“For the sake of His sorrowful Passion, have mercy on us and on the whole world.”
4. Repeat step two and three for all five decades.
5. Conclude by reciting three times:
“Holy God, Holy Mighty One, Holy Immortal One, have mercy on us and on the whole world.”

Above all the Gospel must be proclaimed by witness. Take a Christian or a handful of Christians who, in the
midst of their own community, show their capacity for understanding and acceptance, their sharing of life and
destiny with other people, their solidarity with the efforts of all for whatever is noble and good. Let us
suppose that, in addition, they radiate in an altogether simple and unaffected way their faith in values that go
beyond current values, and their hope in something that is not seen and that one would not dare to imagine.
Through this wordless witness these Christians stir up irresistible questions in the hearts of those who see how
they live: Why are they like this? Why do they live in this way? What or who is it that inspires them? Why
are they in our midst? Such a witness is already a silent proclamation of the Good News and a very powerful
and effective one. Here we have an initial act of evangelization. The above questions will ask, whether they
are people to whom Christ has never been proclaimed, or baptized people who do not practice, or people who
live as nominal Christians but according to principles that are in no way Christian, or people who are seeking,
and not without suffering, something or someone whom they sense but cannot name. Other questions will
arise, deeper and more demanding ones, questions evoked by this witness which involves presence, sharing,
solidarity, and which is an essential element, and generally the first one, in evangelization.

Based on the giving of 2019, we had made many decisions regarding our ministries, such as hiring a full-time
youth minister. If you remember, we had the Increased Offertory Program introduced and this helped our
church as you can see from the above monthly giving. Because the program was so successful, we were able
to pay off our debt to the Diocese, hire a full-time youth minister, add Flocknote, update our website, offer
Formed for all of our families, etc. We really want to be sure once everyone gets back on their feet, we too,
get back on ours so we can continue our work here.

Once we are back in the church, we will be introducing a new Recovery program, hopefully this fall.

Celebrando el amor misericordioso de Dios

Domingo de la Divina Misericordia
En el Afio Jubilar 2000, el Papa Juan Pablo II proclamo que a partir
de ese ano el Segundo Domingo de Pascua se celebraria como Do-
mingo de la Divina Misericordia. Esto fue proclamado en la Misa
de Canonizacion de Santa Faustina Kawalska, quien trabajé duran-
te toda su vida para concienciar a todos del amor misericordioso de
Dios. Santa Faustina (1905-1938) nacid y se cri6 en Polonia. Siguiendo una vocacion a la vida religiosa, fue
aceptada por la Congregacion de las Hermanas de Nuestra Sefiora de la Misericordia. Como miembro de la
Congregacion, trabajo como cocinera, jardinera y portera. En su vida espiritual, su contemplacion de la Miseri-
cordia de Dios la llev6 a desarrollar una confianza infantil en Dios y un amor profundo por su préjimo. En sus
afios en el convento, Santa Faustina escuch6 un llamado de Dios para dar a conocer la misericordia de Dios al
mundo para que el mundo pueda recibir mas plenamente la gracia sanadora de Dios. Santa Faustina promovio
la Coronilla a la Divina Misericordia que consiste en el rezo de oraciones al Padre Eterno con el uso del ro-
sario por la dolorosa pasion de Cristo.
La Coronilla se reza de la siguiente manera:

DIVINE MERCY
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1. Comience con la Sefial de la Cruz, un Padre Nuestro, un Ave Maria y el Credo de los Apostoles.

2. En las cuentas del Padre Nuestro, recita lo siguiente:

"Padre Eterno, te ofrezco el Cuerpo y la Sangre, el Alma y la Divinidad de tu amado Hijo, nuestro Sefior Jesu-
cristo, en expiacion por nuestros pecados y los del mundo entero".

3. En las diez cuentas de Ave Maria, diga lo siguiente:

"Por Su dolorosa Pasion, ten piedad de nosotros y del mundo entero".

4. Repita los pasos dos y tres durante las cinco décadas.

5. Concluya recitando tres veces:

"Santo Dios, Santo Fuerte, Santo Inmortal, ten piedad de nosotros y del mundo entero".

SEMANA -
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Sobre todo, el Evangelio debe ser proclamado mediante el testimonio. Tomemos un cristiano o un puiado de

cristianos que, en medio de su propia comunidad, demuestren su capacidad de comprension y acogida, su com-
partir la vida y el destino con otras personas, su solidaridad con el esfuerzo de todos por lo noble y bueno.
Supongamos que, ademas, irradian de forma del todo sencilla y sin afectacion su fe en valores que van mas
alla de los valores actuales, y su esperanza en algo que no se ve y que uno no se atreveria a imaginar. A través
de este testimonio mudo, estos cristianos suscitan preguntas irresistibles en el corazoén de quienes ven como
viven: ;Por qué son asi? ;Por qué viven asi? ;Qué o quién los inspira? ;Por qué estan entre nosotros? Un testi-
monio asi es ya un anuncio silencioso de la Buena Nueva y muy poderoso y eficaz. Aqui tenemos un acto ini-
cial de evangelizacion. Las preguntas anteriores preguntaran, si son personas a quienes Cristo nunca ha sido
proclamado, o personas bautizadas que no practican, o personas que viven como cristianos nominales pero de
acuerdo con principios que de ninguna manera son cristianos, o personas que buscan, y no sin sufrimiento, al-
go o alguien a quien sienten pero no pueden nombrar. Surgiran otras preguntas, mas profundas y mas exi-
gentes, preguntas evocadas por este testimonio que implica presencia, compartir, solidaridad, y que es un ele-
mento esencial, y generalmente el primero, en la evangelizacion ”.
