Greetings Queen of All Saints,

Happy Third Sunday of Easter! I hope your Easter season is filled with
the joy of the resurrected Christ! Alleluia! It was a pleasure being able to == "
see some of you on Easter Sunday. Thank you so much for your prayers
and support. As you may recall, one of the themes that I have been
writing to you about is how seminarians serve the liturgy at the seminary.
So far, I have shared with you my experience of serving in the sacristy
and as a lector. These aspects of seminary formation really engenders a
love for the Mass.

Today, I would like to share with you all the next step after becoming a lector. As we have discussed,
prior to the Second Vatican Council, seminarians underwent a series of “minor ordinations” that in a
way acted as milestones as they progressed towards being ordained to the priesthood. Although we
do not practice minor ordinations anymore, we have still maintained aspects of them in the form of
“ministries”. After receiving the ministry of lector, typically the next step is to receive the ministry of
acolyte.

An acolyte is someone who may serve at the altar at an official capacity. At St. Patrick’s Seminary,
where [ am currently studying, seminarians receive the ministry of acolyte in their second year of
theological studies. This past november, I received this ministry in a ceremony presided over by
Bishop Joseph Brennan of the Diocese of Fresno. During this ceremony, we were dressed in
vestments that are particular to the clergy and thus fitting for serving at the altar. These vestments are
the amice, alb, and cincture.

This was an exciting time for us because not only is this one more step closer to the priesthood, it is
also a way we can grow spiritually by serving at the altar. The Second Vatican Council expressed that
the Eucharist is the “source and summit” of the Christian life. Being able to assist the priests and
deacons in a way that contributes to having the true presence of Jesus as the Eucharist in Mass has
been a great honor. Whenever I serve mass, I wear an amice, alb, and cincture. What is interesting
about these vestments is that there are particular prayers attached to them. For example, whenever I
put on my alb I pray, “Brighten me, O Lord, and cleanse my heart, that being made resplendent in the
Blood of the Lamb, I may thoroughly rejoice in eternal joy." Wearing an alb and praying this prayer
1s a reminder of my own baptism, which began my journey to the priesthood when I was just a baby.

In today’s gospel, we heard that the disciples recognize Jesus when he showed them His hands and
His feet. Today and every time you go to Mass, know that Jesus Christ is present on the altar as the
Eucharist. Recognize Him who loves you despite your woundedness and rejoice in your baptism that
you have been made part of this Holy family we call the Catholic Church.

While they were still speaking about this, he stood in their midst and said to them,
“Peace be with you.” Lk 24:36

Fue un placer poder
verlos a algunos de ustedes el domingo de Pascua. Muchas gracias por
sus oraciones y apoyo.

Como recordaran, uno de los temas sobre los que les he estado escribien-
do es como los seminaristas sirven la liturgia en el seminario. Hasta
ahora, he compartido con ustedes mi experiencia de servicio en la sacristia y como lector. Estos as-
pectos de la formacion del seminario realmente engendran amor por la Misa.

Hoy, me gustaria compartir con todos ustedes el proximo paso después de convertirme en lector. Co-
mo hemos comentado, antes del Concilio Vaticano II, los seminaristas se sometieron a una serie de
“ordenaciones menores” que de alguna manera actuaron como hitos a medida que avanzaban hacia la
ordenacidn sacerdotal. Aunque ya no practicamos ordenaciones menores, todavia hemos mantenido
aspectos de ellas en forma de “ministerios”. Después de recibir el ministerio de lector, normalmente
el siguiente paso es recibir el ministerio de acdlito.

Un acdlito es alguien que puede servir en el altar a titulo oficial. En el Seminario de San Patricio,
donde estoy estudiando actualmente, los seminaristas reciben el ministerio de acolito en su segundo
afio de estudios teologicos. El pasado noviembre recibi este ministerio en una ceremonia presidida
por el obispo Joseph Brennan de la Diocesis de Fresno. Durante esta ceremonia, nos vistieron con
vestimentas que son particulares del clero y, por lo tanto, adecuadas para servir en el altar. Estas ves-
tiduras son el amicio, el alba y el cingulo.

Este fue un momento emocionante para nosotros porque no solo es un paso mas hacia el sacerdocio,
sino que también es una forma en que podemos crecer espiritualmente al servir en el altar. El Concil-
10 Vaticano II expres6 que la Eucaristia es la “fuente y cumbre” de la vida cristiana. Ha sido un gran
honor poder ayudar a los sacerdotes y didconos de una manera que contribuya a tener la verdadera
presencia de Jesus como Eucaristia en la Misa.

Siempre que sirvo misa, llevo amito, alba y cingulo. Lo interesante de estas vestiduras es que hay
oraciones particulares adjuntas a ellas. Por ejemplo, cada vez que me pongo mi alba, oro:
"l[luminame, oh Sefior, y limpia mi corazon, para que, habiendo resplandecido en la Sangre del
Cordero, me regocije plenamente en el gozo eterno". la oracion es un recordatorio de mi propio bau-
tismo, que inicié mi camino hacia el sacerdocio cuando era apenas un bebé.

En el evangelio de hoy, escuchamos que los discipulos reconocen a Jestis cuando les mostro sus
manos y sus pies. Hoy y cada vez que vayas a misa, debes saber que Jesucristo esta presente en el al-
tar como Eucaristia. Reconoce a Aquel que te ama a pesar de tus heridas y regocijate en tu bautismo
por haber sido hecho parte de esta Sagrada Familia que llamamos Iglesia Catolica.

Mientras todavia estaban hablando de esto, se paro en medio de ellos y les dijo:
"La paz sea con vosotros." Lucas 24:36
