The Artisan and the Common Good

4. Society needs artists, just as it needs scientists, technicians, workers,
professional people, witnesses of the faith, teachers, fathers and mothers,
who ensure the growth of the person and the development of the
community by means of that supreme art form which is “the art of education”. Within the vast
cultural panorama of each nation, artists have their unique place. Obedient to their inspiration
in creating works both worthwhile and beautiful, they not only enrich the cultural heritage of
each nation and of all humanity, but they also render an exceptional social service in favour of
the common good.

Greetings Queen of All Saints,

Happy fourth Sunday of Easter! What is great about being Catholic is
that we have a whole Liturgical Season dedicated to Easter. Let us
continue to rejoice as we did on Easter Sunday!

As you may recall, [ have been writing to you regarding the several ways
that seminarians serve the hturgy at the seminary. We began with
sacristy duty, lectoring, and servmg as an acolyte. Today, I would like to |
share with you the next step in the process, which is becoming a
transitional deacon.

On Saturday April 17, two men from the Archdiocese of San Francisco were ordained to the
transitional diaconate in our seminary chapel. The event was presided over by Archbishop Salvatore
Cordileone of San Francisco. It was exciting for all us seminarians because we got to witness two of
our brothers lay down their lives at the foot of the cross and rise as official clergymen of the Catholic
Church.

A deacon is an ordained minister in the Catholic Church. Those who are on the road to becoming a
priest must first be ordained as deacons. This is why it is called “transitional” diaconate because their
status as a deacon is part of the process of transitioning to being ordained a priest.

The way you can tell if someone is a deacon or a priest is to look at what they wear during Mass. A
deacon wears his stole on the left shoulder and across his chest, while a priest wears his stole around
his neck. A deacon wears a vestment called a dalmatic, while a priest wears a vestment called a
chasuble.

Transitional deacons are ordained to follow Christ who came to serve and not to be served. Deacons
perform liturgical functions such as proclaiming the Gospel in the liturgy and presiding and giving
blessings at communal prayers. In general, deacons may perform baptisms, witness marriages, and
give blessings. At their ordination, those who are to be ordained deacons take promises of celibacy,
prayer, and obedience to their bishop and the bishop’s successors.

One of the most powerful moments of the ordination liturgy that we celebrated a couple weeks ago
was seeing our brothers prostrate themselves before the altar. They lied face-down on the ground as
the entire seminary community chanted the litany of the saints.

In today’s Gospel, we heard about how Christ the Good Shepherd lays down His life for His sheep.
This is why lying prostrate is such a powerful symbol. It shows the death of the old self in order to
serve Christ’s Church. Please continue to pray for us so that we may draw closer to being like our
Good Shepherd, Jesus Christ.

Saludos Reina de Todos los Santos,

iFeliz cuarto domingo de Pascua! Lo bueno de ser catolico es que tene-
mos todo un tiempo litargico dedicado a la Pascua. jSigamos
regocijandonos como lo hicimos el domingo de Pascua!

Como recordara, le he estado escribiendo con respecto a las diversas for-
mas en que los seminaristas sirven la liturgia en el seminario. Comen-
zamos con el deber de sacristia, leyendo y sirviendo como acélito. Hoy,
me gustaria compartir con ustedes el proximo paso en el proceso, que es
convertirse en un diacono de transicion.

El sébado 17 de abril, 2 hombres de la Arquididcesis de San Francisco fueron ordenados al diaconado
de transicion en la capilla de nuestro seminario. El evento fue presidido por el Arzobispo Salvatore
Cordileone de San Francisco. Fue emocionante para todos los seminaristas porque pudimos presen-
ciar a dos de nuestros hermanos entregar sus vidas al pie de la cruz y levantarse como clérigos ofi-
ciales de la Iglesia Catdlica.

Un didcono es un ministro ordenado en la Iglesia Catolica. Aquellos que estan en el camino de con-
vertirse en presbiteros primero deben ser ordenados didconos. Por eso se le llama diaconado
“transicional” porque su condicidon de diacono es parte del proceso de transicion para ser ordenado
sacerdote.

La forma en que se puede saber si alguien es didcono o sacerdote es mirando lo que usan durante la
misa. Un didcono usa su estola en el hombro izquierdo y cruzado sobre su pecho, mientras que un
sacerdote usa su estola alrededor de su cuello. Un didcono usa una vestidura llamada dalmatica,
mientras que un sacerdote usa una vestimenta llamada casulla.

Los didconos de transicion estan ordenados para seguir a Cristo que vino a servir y no a ser servido.
Los diaconos realizan funciones litirgicas como proclamar el Evangelio en la liturgia y presidir y dar
bendiciones en las oraciones comunales. En general, los diaconos pueden realizar bautismos, presen-
ciar matrimonios y dar bendiciones. En su ordenacion, los que van a ser ordenados diaconos hacen
promesas de celibato, oracion y obediencia a su obispo y a los sucesores del obispo.

Uno de los momentos mas poderosos de la liturgia de ordenacidon que celebramos hace un par de
semanas fue ver a nuestros hermanos postrarse ante el altar. Se tumbaron boca abajo en el suelo
mientras toda la comunidad del seminario cantaba la letania de los santos.

En el evangelio de hoy, escuchamos acerca de como Cristo, el Buen Pastor, da su vida por sus ovejas.
Esta es la razon por la que estar postrado es un simbolo tan poderoso. Muestra la muerte del viejo yo
para servir a la Iglesia de Cristo. Contintie orando por nosotros para que podamos acercarnos a ser
como nuestro Buen Pastor, Jesucristo.
