Six Part Series by Elodie Pierlot, a 17 year old Seton student.
Being a teenager is tough. Anyone will admit it. However, surely being a heroic one sounds even harder? It
might appear intimidating to be a hero/heroine, but it isn’t. By being a hero, I don’t mean having to go around
saving the city bank from The Joker, or fighting super-over exaggerated battles with your opposing hero like
Batman or Superman.
No, I mean being the hero that makes someone smile today. Or the hero that does the dishwasher for Mom

who has hurt her back. Or even the hero that walks the dog even if they don’t feel like doing it.
To be the Heroic Catholic Teenager, you only need to remember six basic things: (Watch the bulletin the next
five weeks for the other things.)

Number One: Be Kind.

This sounds silly. But really, once you think about it, it is obvious that being kind is the basic to being a hero.
Kindness is like air. Air is the basis of water (because water is comprised of air atoms), is the controller of fire
(add oxygen to make it fiercer, or take it away to make it die), and air creates life (plants, animals, and we hu-
mans depend on it.)

Kindness makes us charitable (which leads to doing other heroic actions), kindness makes us joyful (because
doing kind things makes us happy), kindness makes us love (because if we are kind to someone, we learn to
love them and God), and kindness makes us heroes. Keep being kind, and everything will flourish around you.
Even if your world seems torn apart at a precise moment, being kind will get you somewhere. It will gain you

friends, love, and happiness.

Obviously, kindness is the basic key to being a hero.



Greetings Queen of All Saints,

Easter greetings to you all! As I am writing this letter to you, we
seminarians are in the thick of our finals examinations. As we continue
our discussion of what life is like at the seminary, let's dive deep into
what academics look like for those who are preparing for priesthood.

Before one is ordained to the office of the priesthood, one must undergo
rigorous intellectual formation. Priests typically take 2-4 years of
philosophy courses and 4 years of theological studies. The word
“philosophy” comes from the Greek words “philo” meaning “love” and ““sophia” meaning wisdom.
Thus philosophy can be translated as the “love of wisdom.” Studying philosophy trains the mind to
think systematically and critically as well as allows the mind to contemplate ideas regarding the
reality and nature of the world around us. During my two years of philosophy classes, we studied
Ancient Greek philosophy all the way up to modern philosophy. Through these courses, we gained
insight into how mankind has viewed the world throughout the centuries.

The word “theology” comes from the Greek words “theos” meaning “god” and “logia” meaning
word, or study of. Thus, theology is the science of studying various aspects of God. For Roman
Catholic seminarians, theology courses fall into the categories of Sacred Scripture, Dogmatics, and
Moral theology to name a few. This year, I studied the Moral Theology of Human Sexuality (with an
emphasis on St. John Paul II’s Theology of the Body), Christology and Soteriology (the study of the
nature of Christ and the theology of his atoning work on the Cross), Sacramental Theology with an
emphasis on the Sacraments of Initiation, the Gospel and letters of St. John, Homiletics (a class on
preaching), and Pastoral Spanish.

These courses have proven to be difficult but very fruitful. In addition to learning about the
intellectual traditions of our Church, these studies also have a more important effect, that is, bringing
the seminarians closer to God. Again, theology is the study of God. It is the study of our Creator and
how he has revealed Himself to humanity. In today’s Gospel, Jesus commands his disciples to follow
God’s commandments and to love one another. Intense study of theology allows us to study God in a
very deep way, so that we may love Him more and in doing so love others more.

Please pray for us as we embark on this intellectual journey of coming to know God through His son
Jesus. You all are in my prayers.

iSaludos de Pascua a todos! Mientras les escribo esta carta, los
seminaristas estamos en medio de nuestros examenes finales. A
medida que continuamos con nuestro analisis de como es la vida en
el seminario, profundicemos en cdmo son los estudios académicos
para quienes se estan preparando para el sacerdocio.

Antes de que uno sea ordenado al oficio del sacerdocio, debe some-
terse a una rigurosa formacion intelectual. Los sacerdotes suelen tomar de 2 a 4 afios de cursos
de filosofia y 4 afos de estudios teologicos. La palabra "filosofia" proviene de las palabras
griegas "philo" que significa "amor" y "sophia" que significa sabiduria. Por tanto, la filosofia
puede traducirse como "amor a la sabiduria". El estudio de la filosofia entrena a la mente para
pensar de manera sistematica y critica y le permite contemplar ideas sobre la realidad y la
naturaleza del mundo que nos rodea. Durante mis dos afios de clases de filosofia, estudiamos
la filosofia griega antigua hasta la filosofia moderna. A través de estos cursos, obtuvimos una
idea de como la humanidad ha visto el mundo a lo largo de los siglos.

La palabra "teologia" proviene de las palabras griegas "theos" que significa "dios" y "logia"
que significa palabra o estudio de. Por tanto, la teologia es la ciencia de estudiar varios
aspectos de Dios. Para los seminaristas catolicos romanos, los cursos de teologia se incluyen
en las categorias de Sagrada Escritura, Dogmatica y Teologia moral, por nombrar algunos.
Este afio, estudié¢ Teologia Moral de la Sexualidad Humana (con énfasis en la Teologia del
Cuerpo de San Juan Pablo II), Cristologia y Soteriologia (el estudio de la naturaleza de Cristo
y la teologia de su obra expiatoria en la Cruz), Teologia sacramental con énfasis en los
sacramentos de iniciacion, el Evangelio y las cartas de San Juan, Homilética (una clase de
predicacion) y espafiol pastoral.

Estos cursos han demostrado ser dificiles pero muy fructiferos. Ademas de conocer las
tradiciones intelectuales de nuestra Iglesia, estos estudios también tienen un efecto mas
importante, es decir, acercar a los seminaristas a Dios. Nuevamente, la teologia es el estudio
de Dios. Es el estudio de nuestro Creador y como se ha revelado a la humanidad. En el
evangelio de hoy, Jesus ordena a sus discipulos que sigan los mandamientos de Dios y se
amen unos a otros. El estudio intenso de la teologia nos permite estudiar a Dios de una manera
muy profunda, para que podamos amarlo mas y al hacerlo amar mas a los demas.
