Lent is a season in which we resolve to turn away
from sin and turn toward Jesus. Turning away from sin
requires us to admit that we miss the mark and fail to
live as God desires. The first Sunday of Lent always
includes a gospel account of Jesus facing temptation
in the desert. Notice that it is not generic temptation
Jesus meets, nor do we. Our temptations are personal,
areas of particular weakness, situations in which, like
Eve and Adam, we may rationalize and give in to sin
rather than holding firm to what we know is right and
just. Jesus gives us a model for meeting temptation:
draw on the wisdom and truth found in sacred scrip-
ture and the teaching tradition of the Church to know
what we must do or not do. Be strong and know that
the Lord is with you as you resolve to be faithful.

La Cuaresma es un tiempo en el que nos proponemos
alejarnos del pecado y acercarnos a Jests.

Nétese que
no es una tentacién genérica la que Jesls encuentra, ni
tampoco nosotros. Nuestras tentaciones son personales,
areas de especial debilidad, situaciones en las que, como
Eva y Adan, podemos racionalizar y ceder al pecado en
lugar de mantenernos firmes en lo que sabemos que es
correcto y justo. Jests nos da un modelo para hacer frente
a la tentacion: apoyarnos en la sabidurfa y la verdad que
se encuentran en la Sagrada Escritura y en la tradicién
docente de la Iglesia para saber lo que debemos hacer o
no hacer. Sé fuerte y sabe que el Sefior estd contigo cuando
te propongas ser fiel.

TRUST IN GOD’S MERCY

“Be merciful, O Lord, for we have sinned.” The
refrain of today’s Responsorial Psalm gives voice to
our conviction that God is good and reminds us that
we can trust in God’s mercy as we face our sin, seek
forgiveness, and resolve to avoid sin in the future. The
more deeply we grow in relationship with Christ, the
more sure of God’s love we become. Rooted in this
love, we can admit our failings and trust that God
always desires to be close to us, drawing us into abun-
dant life. Lent is a good time to seek God’s mercy and
forgiveness in the sacrament of reconciliation. We can
take heart in the assurance that forgiveness awaits our
repentant heart.
