Fourth Sunday of Lent

Most of us can admit that we're blind
at times—we simply do not see the
people and situations around us clearly.
We stumble in the darkness of illness
or grief and cannot see a way out. We
may be blinded by selfishness or self-
centeredness. Sometimes we are so caught
up in our own lives, we're blind to the hurt, £
confusion, and need of those around us.
We may look at things through our limited experience
and perspective and not understand others’ pain.
At times, we choose to remain blind. We fail to see
injustice and unfairness, preferring to remain in the
dark rather than risk acknowledging and addressing
such situations. Like the parents of the man who was
born blind, we stay safe and comfortable, even when
there is clearly an opportunity to make a difference,
to bring light and love to the darkness.

SEE THROUGH THE EYES OF FAITH

When Samuel met the sons of Jesse, he thought he
could see the one the Lord would anoint. He found the
grace, however, to see through the eyes of faith and
respond by anointing David, who would become the
king of Israel. Jesus opened the eyes of the man who
was born blind. We do not know how many others’
eyes were opened that day, as they saw Jesus as the
source of light and life. We can learn from Samuel
and Jesus, bringing our darkness to the light through
faith. When we look at life through God’s eyes, we
see endless possibility for goodness, holiness, grace,
and peace.

Podemos mirar las cosas a través de nuestra limitada
experiencia y perspectiva y no entender el dolor de los
demads. A veces, optamos por permanecer ciegos. No
vemos la injusticia y la falta de equidad, y preferimos
permanecer en la oscuridad antes que arriesgarnos a
reconocer y abordar esas situaciones. Como los padres
del ciego de nacimiento, nos quedamos a salvo vy
comodos, incluso cuando hay una clara oportunidad de
marcar la diferencia, de llevar luz y amor a la oscuridad.

Cuando Samuel conoci6 a los hijos de Jesé, pensé que
podia ver al que el Sefior ungiria. Sin embargo, encontré
la gracia de ver a través de los ojos de la fe y respondio
ungiendo a David, que se convertiria en el rey de Israel.
Jesus abri6 los ojos del ciego de nacimiento. No sabemos
a cuantos otros se les abrieron los ojos aquel dia, al ver
a Jests como fuente de luz y de vida. Podemos aprender
de Samuel y de JesUs, trayendo nuestra oscuridad a la
luz a través de la fe. Cuando miramos la vida a través
de los ojos de Dios, vemos infinitas posibilidades de
bondad, santidad, gracia y paz.
