FINANCIAL UPDATES:

As you may remember from my Christmas letter, we (the church and the school) have purchased the house
on Mt. Diablo Street. Our plan is to demolish the house (happening in February) and discern exactly what
we would like to build on the property on the street. We, as you, are very aware that we need more room
for our ministries and faith formation programs. We will need to take the time to decide the best plan for
the land and also, how to raise the monies to build what we need.

Ready for some great news?! We received an amazing gift from the Garaventa Family Foundation to be
used by the church and the school to help with our educational and faith formation needs. We have met
with the family and they approved of our plans to renovate our hall to enhance it so that more groups can
meet in the hall at the same time. More information to follow!

We’ve announced in the past that we were going to do a COVID recovery plan to help get our giving back
to what it was in 2019. We still would like to put this campaign in place — we just want to make sure of
the timing.

CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT UPDATES:

The past few years we have been watching our expenses and saving as much as possible. For this reason,
we were able to purchase the house, etc.

However, recently we have had many issues happen in the church, rectory, etc. Here is a glimpse:

1. InJanuary 2023, we had a leak in one of the rectory bathrooms, which in turn, completely ruined the
ceiling, walls and floors in the rectory dining room.

2. The heating/ac unit in the rectory which was installed over 40 years has broken and needs to be
replaced.

3. The baptismal font has not been able to be used as it leaks. We are moving forward with installing a
new one and have been saving for the new one. Our hope is to have it installed this year (2023).
Unfortunately, it will cost more than anticipated as the costs have gone up due to inflation, etc.

4.  We have had to replace the fence and do much landscape work at the St. Stephen Cemetery. It too
cost more than what we had set aside - $8,000 more! We had been saving for the fence but were
alerted by the City of Concord that we had to do cleanup of trees and shrubs or get fined.

With your continued generosity, we will be able to pay for the capital expenses above and not ask for a
loan with the diocese. Prior to our COVID recovery program, if anyone would like to help with any of
the expenses above, we would be grateful. Also, if you pray and discern that you can increase your
weekly giving, that would also help!

As always, your input to parish staff and the Finance Council is welcomed and encouraged. Thank you
again for your continued support and generosity to Queen of All Saints.
