My dear brothers and sisters in Christ,

This week we celebrate two wonderful feasts: on August 4 we celebrate the Memorial of
St. John Vianney (patron of diocesan priests) and on August 6 the Feast of the
Transfiguration. For this letter, I want to reflect on these two feasts through the lens of a
discussion on angels and demons.

The term “angel” actually refers to a role: messenger. There is a particular
group of  spiritual beings who are created especially for the purpose of being God’s
messengers, who we call “angels.” The names we give to some of these angels also
denote their message. For example: In the Book of Tobit, the Archangel Raphael heals
Tobit and Sarah; the name “Raphael” means “God has healed” in Hebrew.

Every angel is given a particular command of service to God; they each serve Him in their own unique
way. Highly relevant to us, every human is given an angel to guide us to heaven; these are called “guardian
angels.” Note that angels are purely spiritual beings; they have no physical bodies. However, they can interact
with and manipulate the physical world, to the point that some angels have the task of ensuring the basic laws of
physics always remain true.

However, some angels choose to reject their identity, that is, the purpose given to them. These protesters are
known as “demons.” I can’t possibly go into all the details of demons here. However, know that they are
eternally jealous and spiteful, hating that humanity has been chosen to be like God. Chief among them
is Satan, whose name means “the accuser,” because he is always trying to convince God (and us) that we are not
worthy of divinity.

Upon choosing to reject God, the demons were cast down from Heaven to Earth (not Hell). Indeed, Christ
calls Satan the “ruler of this world” (Jn. 12:31). Right now, we are living behind enemy lines. The demons’ end
game, their goal, is to convince you to believe and declare that God does not love you, that there is no hope. They
want you to reject God as they have.

Yet, there is always hope! Our hope is Jesus Christ. This is what shines through during the Transfiguration:
that Jesus Christ is Lord, that He is the fulfilment of the promises and the law of the Old Testament, that He is the
light which can combat the darkness you encounter. He proves on the Cross that God does love you, and His
resurrection defeats the burden of death. Christ, recognizing that we exist in time, also gave us priests to continue
this message and administer the sacraments, our chief weapons in this war. St. John Vianney is an exemplar of
this task given to priests. He heard confessions at least 12 hours a day, prayed for his people, and devoutly
celebrated Mass reverently. Therefore, my brethren, please make regular use of the sacraments and prayer; equip
yourselves well in the combat for sanctity.

Saint Augustine of Hippo

FEAST DAY - AUGUST 28

Part 1- Short Bio
St Augustine was born  on
November 13, 354 in Thagaste, a
small African town part of the
Roman Empire. His mother, St
Monica, was a devoted Christian !
and his father Patricius was pagan
minor official of the Empire. He left
Monica raise their children as
Christians.

Augustine was a dissolute young §
man, unrestrained by his parents,
who were more concerned with %
his success in school than his 1y SR - Ja
personal behavior.

The Triumph'of'Saint Augustine by Claudio Goello

At sixteen his parents sent him to study in Carthage and became
well-known in the city for his briliant mind and rhetorical skills and
sought a career as an orator or lawyer. Is at this time that he discovers
Philosophy and starts his journey to find the truth. In this journey he
rejected the Christian Faith.

He became a follower of Manichaeanism for nine years, a heresy that
gave a wrong answer to his question of evil. However, learning all there
was to learn in it before rejecting it as incoherent and fraudulent.

He went to Rome and then Milan in 386 where he met Saint Ambrose,
the bishop and Doctor of the Church, whose sermons inspired him to
look for the truth he had always sought in the faith he had rejected,
after a process of understanding and a beautiful encounter with God
and the His word, he was baptized by Ambrose.

In 389, Augustine returned to Thagaste, where he lived on his family
estate in a small, quasi-monastic community. On a visit to a near town
of Hippo he was proclaimed, against his will, priest and then bishop by
the people of Hippo. He later accepted it as the will of God and spent
the rest of his life as the pastor of the North African town, where he
spent much time refuting the writings of heretics. On August 28, 430,
as Hippo was under siege by the Vandals, Augustine died, at the age
of 76. His legacy continues to deeply shape the face of the Church to
this day.




EIGHTEENTH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME

AUGUST

Today’s Gospel continues into a second day the narrative
that had begun the day before when, after crossing the lake
to look for Jesus, a large crowd are fed with five barley loaves
and two fish. The following day (today’s reading), after more
lake crossings, the people who had been miraculously fed are
again searching for Jesus. However, they do so (as Jesus puts
it) “not because you saw signs, but because you ate the loaves
and were filled” (John 6:6).

In John’s Gospel, the word “sign” has a distinct meaning.
At the wedding at Cana, after telling how Jesus turned water
into wine, the Evangelist notes “Jesus did this as the beginning
of his signs” that “revealed his glory, and his disciples began
to believe in him” (John 2:11). For John, signs are not just
wonders to behold; they are about the revelation of God and
a response of faith in Jesus.

MAYBE THE SIGN IS THE WONDER

When the crowd first arrives, Jesus notes that they had not
appreciated the sign that he had already given; they are still

focused on their physical hunger. When they ask for a sign,
“that we may see and believe in you” (John 6:30), they refer
to their ancestors who ate manna in the wilderness. Can Jesus
top that? Can he give them more bread that will relieve them
of their daily worries about going hungry?

Jesus reminds the crowd that it was not Moses who gave
the “bread from heaven,” but his Father. Further, the Father
can give them the true bread from heaven that comes down
and gives life to the world. There is a parallel in the Greek
between working for food that perishes and doing the works
of God, which is believing in Jesus as the one God has sent.
This is the sign that the people missed the day before, the sign
that Jesus is pointing out to them.

Like the Evangelist, the Church uses the word “sign” for
its sacraments. Like the crowd, we are called to see similar
“signs” of God’s generosity in all the blessings of our lives.

El Evangelio de hoy continGa en un segundo dia de
narracién que comenzé el dia anterior cuando, después de
cruzar el lago para buscar a Jesds, una gran multitud fue
alimentada con dos hogazas de pan y cinco pescados. El dia
siguiente (la lectura de hoy), después de cruzar otra vez el lago,
las personas que habfan sido alimentadas milagrosamente
estaban buscando otra vez a Jests. Sin embargo, lo hacen
(como Jests lo dice) “no porque vieron signos, sino porque
comieron los panes y quedaron satisfechos” (Juan 6:6).

En el Evangelio de Juan, la palabra “signo” tiene un
significado distinto. En la boda de Cand, después de contar
cémo Jesus convirtié el agua en vino, el evangelista menciona
que “Jests hizo esto como el principio de sus signos” que
“revelaron su gloria, y sus discipulos empezaron a creer en
él” (Juan 2:11). Para Juan, signos no son sélo milagros para
contemplar, sino que se tratan de la revelacién de Dios y de
una respuesta de fe en Jesus.

TAL VEZ EL SIGNO ES EL MILAGRO

Cuando la multitud llega por primera vez, Jesls observa
que no han apreciado el signo que él ya habfa hecho; pues la

multitud estd enfocada en su hambre fisica. Y cuando piden
por un signo, “para que podamos ver y creer en ti” (Juan 6:30),
se refieren a sus antepasados que comieron el mand en el
desierto. ;Puede Jesls superar eso? ;Puede él darles mas pan
que les alivie de sus preocupaciones diarias por pasar hambre?

Jests le recuerda a la multitud que no fue Moisés quien
dio el “pan del cielo”, sino el Padre. Ademas, el Padre puede
darles el pan verdadero del cielo que baja y da vida al
mundo. Hay una semejanza entre el lenguaje griego al decir
trabajar por la comida que se echa a perder y hacer las obras
de Dios, lo cual es creer en Jeslis como el enviado de Dios.
Este es el signo que la gente no vio el dia anterior, el signo
que Jesus les estd indicando.

Como el evangelista, la Iglesia utiliza la palabra “signo”
para sus sacramentos. Como la multitud, estamos llamados a
ver de igual manera los “signos” de la generosidad de Dios en
todas las bendiciones de nuestra vida.

Fue a Roma y luego a Mildn en el ano 386 donde conoce a San
Ambrosio, obispo y Doctor de la Iglesia, cuyos sermones lo inspiraron a
encontrar la verdad que siempre buscaba en la fe que habia
rechazado. Después de un proceso de comprension y hermoso
encuentro con Dios y Su Palabra Agustin fue bautizado por San
Ambrosio.

En 389, Agustin regresa a Tagaste, donde vive en la propiedad de su
familia en una comunidad pequena y casi mondstica. En una visita al
pueblo cercano de Hipona fue proclamado, contra su voluntad,
sacerdote y después obispo por la voluntad del pueblo. Luego acepta
el encargo como la voluntad de Dios y pasa el resto de su vida como el
pasto del pueblo Norafricano. La mayoria de los anos los pasé
refutando las diferentes herejias.

El 28 de agosto de 430, mientras los vdndalos asediaban Hipona,
Agustin muere a los 76 afos. Su legado continda moldeando la cara de
la Iglesia hasta el dia de hoy.
