Lent 2021  

Part 1: Verbum Domini-The word of the Lord 

 The novelty of biblical revelation consists in the fact that God becomes known through the dialogue 
which he desires to have with us.(14) The Dogmatic Constitution Dei Verbum had expressed this by acknowledg-
ing that the unseen God “from the fullness of his love, addresses men and women as his friends, and lives among 
them, in order to invite and receive them into his own company”.(15)Yet we would not yet sufficiently grasp the 
message of the Prologue of Saint John if we stopped at the fact that God enters into loving communion with us. 
In reality, the Word of God, through whom “all things were made” (Jn 1:3) and who “became flesh” (Jn 1:14), is 
the same Word who is “in the beginning” (Jn 1:1). If we realize that this is an allusion to the beginning of the 
book of Genesis (cf. Gen 1:1), we find ourselves faced with a beginning which is absolute and which speaks to us of 
the inner life of God. The Johannine Prologue makes us realize that the Logos is truly eternal, and from eternity is 
himself God. God was never without his Logos. The Word exists before creation. Consequently at the heart of the 
divine life there is communion, there is absolute gift. “God is love” (1 Jn 4:16), as the same Apostle tells us else-
where, thus pointing to “the Christian image of God and the resulting image of mankind and its destiny”.(16) 
God makes himself known to us as a mystery of infinite love in which the Father eternally utters his Word in the 
Holy Spirit. Consequently the Word, who from the beginning is with God and is God, reveals God himself in the 
dialogue of love between the divine persons, and invites us to share in that love. Created in the image and likeness 
of the God who is love, we can thus understand ourselves only in accepting the Word and in docility to the work 
of the Holy Spirit. In the light of the revelation made by God’s Word, the enigma of the human condition is defin-
itively clarified.

La cuaresma  

La primera parte: Verbum Domini– La palabra de Dios  

 La novedad de la revelación bíblica consiste en que Dios se da a conocer a través del diálogo que desea ten-
er con nosotros. (14) La Constitución dogmática Dei Verbum lo había expresado al reconocer que el Dios invisible 
“desde la plenitud de su amor, se dirige hombres y mujeres como sus amigos, y vive entre ellos, para invitarlos y 
recibirlos en su propia compañía ”. (15) Sin embargo, aún no captaríamos suficientemente el mensaje del Prólogo 
de San Juan si nos detuviéramos en el hecho de que Dios entra en comunión amorosa con nosotros. En realidad, la 
Palabra de Dios, por quien “todo fue hecho” (Jn 1, 3) y quien “se hizo carne” (Jn 1, 14), es la misma Palabra que está 
“en el principio” (Jn 1: 1). Si nos damos cuenta de que se trata de una alusión al comienzo del libro del Génesis (cf. 
Gn 1,1), nos encontramos ante un comienzo que es absoluto y que nos habla de la vida interior de Dios. El Prólogo 
Juanino nos hace darnos cuenta de que el Logos es verdaderamente eterno, y desde la eternidad es él mismo Dios. 
Dios nunca estuvo sin su Logos. La Palabra existe antes de la creación. Por tanto, en el corazón de la vida divina hay 
comunión, hay don absoluto. “Dios es amor” (1 Jn 4,16), como nos dice el mismo Apóstol en otra parte, apuntando 
así a “la imagen cristiana de Dios y la imagen resultante del hombre y su destino”. (16) Dios se nos da a conocer co-
mo misterio de amor infinito en el que el Padre pronuncia eternamente su Palabra en el Espíritu Santo. En con-
secuencia, el Verbo, que desde el principio está con Dios y es Dios, se revela a Dios mismo en el diálogo de amor 
entre las personas divinas y nos invita a participar de ese amor. Creados a imagen y semejanza del Dios que es 
amor, sólo podemos comprendernos a nosotros mismos en la acogida de la Palabra y en la docilidad a la obra del 
Espíritu Santo. A la luz de la revelación hecha por la Palabra de Dios, se esclarece definitivamente el enigma de la 
condición humana.
