Lent 2021 As Catholics we believe that “Faith seeks understanding” so we must form our intellect.

Part 1. In both East and West, we may trace a journey which has led humanity down the centuries to meet and
engage truth more and more deeply. It is a journey which has unfolded—as it must—within the horizon of per-
sonal self-consciousness: the more human beings know reality and the world, the more they know themselves in
their uniqueness, with the question of the meaning of things and of their very existence becoming ever more press-
ing. This is why all that is the object of our knowledge becomes a part of our life. The admonition Know your-

self was carved on the temple portal at Delphi, as testimony to a basic truth to be adopted as a minimal norm by
those who seek to set themselves apart from the rest of creation as “human beings”, that is as those who “know
themselves”.

Moreover, a cursory glance at ancient history shows clearly how in different parts of the world, with their differ-
ent cultures, there arise at the same time the fundamental questions which pervade human life: Who am 17 Where
have I come from and where am I going? Why is there evil? What is there afier this life? These are the questions which we
find in the sacred writings of Israel, as also in the Veda and the Avesta; we find them in the writings of Confucius
and Lao-Tze, and in the preaching of Tirthankara and Buddha; they appear in the poetry of Homer and in the
tragedies of Euripides and Sophocles, as they do in the philosophical writings of Plato and Aristotle. They are
questions which have their common source in the quest for meaning which has always compelled the human
heart. In fact, the answer given to these questions decides the direction which people seek to give to their lives.

Dear Queen of All Saints,

Greetings from St. Patrick’s Seminary. I pray that you all are growing ever closer to Our Lord during this
Lenten season. As some of you know by now, I have been writing regularly to you all to give you an inside
view of what life is like at the seminary. As this semester continues, we seminarians find ourselves writing
papers and preparing for our midterm examinations. In light of this, let us talk about “Intellectual For-
mation” at the seminary.

In most cases, seminarians first study philosophy for a few years and then theology for the majority of their
education. Studying philosophy before theology allows the seminarian to think and express his ideas clearly
and coherently before engaging with the ancient teachings of our Faith.

His Holiness Pope Francis once told a group of theology students in Rome that the study of theology is
“fruitful only when it is done with an open mind and on one’s knees.” What he means by this is that study-
ing theology cannot be separated from prayer. Theology is the study of God. As seminarians, we learn about
God not only by sitting in a classroom listening to a lecture, but also kneeling in the chapel listening for
God’s voice. Seminary life requires both intellectual rigor and spiritual discipline. As you can imagine, this
can be quite the challenge. However, one of the ultimate lessons we learn is to cooperate with the grace God
has given us in order that we may come to know him and learn about him deeper and deeper every day.

As Catholics, we look to Jesus Christ, who is the best teacher we can have. In today's Gospel reading, we
hear about God’s voice coming from a cloud telling the disciples “This is my beloved Son. Listen to him.”
God wants us to listen to and learn from His only begotten Son. During this Lenten season, consider learn-
ing about Jesus from the Scriptures. Don’t be afraid to pick up a Bible and start reading. Reading the Bible
can form you both intellectually and spiritually because you are encountering God through His word.

Personally, I think of you all when I study. I want to dig deep into my theological studies not only for my
own learning and sanctification, but also that I may communicate the truths of our Faith as a servant of
Christ and His Church. Please pray for us seminarians, that we may continue to open our minds to God, so
that one day we may serve you as His priests.

La cuaresma: Como Catdlicos creemos que la “fe busca entendimiento” es importante formar nuestro
intelecto.

La primera parte: 1. Tanto en Oriente como en Occidente, podemos trazar un viaje que ha llevado a la humani-
dad a lo largo de los siglos a encontrar y comprometer la verdad cada vez mas profundamente. Es un viaje que se
ha desarrollado —como debe— en el horizonte de la autoconciencia personal: cuanto mas conoce el ser humano
la realidad y el mundo, mas se conoce a si mismo en su singularidad, con la cuestion del sentido de las cosas y de
su misma existencia se vuelve cada vez mas urgente. Por eso todo lo que es objeto de nuestro conocimiento se con-
vierte en parte de nuestra vida. La admoniciéon condcete a ti mismo fue tallada en el portal del templo en Delfos,
como testimonio de una verdad basica que debe ser adoptada como norma minima por aquellos que buscan
diferenciarse del resto de la creacion como "seres humanos", es decir, como aquellos que "Conocerse a si mismos".

Ademas, una mirada superficial a la historia antigua muestra claramente como en diferentes partes del mundo, con
sus diferentes culturas, surgen al mismo tiempo las preguntas fundamentales que impregnan la vida humana:
(Quién soy yo? ;De dénde vengo y addnde voy? ;Por qué hay maldad? ;Qué hay después de esta vida? Estas son
las preguntas que encontramos en los escritos sagrados de Israel, como también en el Veda y el Avesta; los encon-
tramos en los escritos de Confucio y Lao-Tze, y en la predicacion de Tirthankara y Buda; aparecen en la poesia de
Homero y en las tragedias de Euripides y Sofocles, como 1o hacen en los escritos filosoficos de Platon y Aristo-
teles. Son preguntas que tienen su origen comun en la busqueda de sentido que siempre ha impulsado al corazén
humano. De hecho, la respuesta que se dé a estas preguntas decide el rumbo que las personas buscan dar a sus
vidas.

Oro para que todos estén cada vez mas cerca de Nuestro Sefior du-
rante esta temporada de Cuaresma. Como algunos de ustedes ya saben, les he estado escribiendo regularmente a
todos para darles una visidn interna de como es la vida en el seminario. A medida que avanza este semestre, 1os
seminaristas nos encontramos escribiendo articulos y preparandonos para nuestros examenes parciales. A la luz
de esto, hablemos de “Formacién intelectual” en el seminario.

En la mayoria de los casos, los seminaristas primero estudian filosofia durante algunos afios y luego teologia
durante la mayor parte de su educacién.

Su Santidad el Papa Francisco dijo una vez a un grupo de estudiantes de teologia en Roma que el estudio de la
teologia es "fructifero s6lo cuando se hace con la mente abierta y de rodillas". Lo que quiere decir con esto es
que estudiar teologia no puede separarse de la oracion. La teologia es el estudio de Dios. Como seminaristas,
aprendemos acerca de Dios no solo sentandonos en un salon de clases escuchando una conferencia, sino
también arrodillandonos en la capilla escuchando la voz de Dios. La vida en el seminario requiere tanto rigor
intelectual como disciplina espiritual. Como puede imaginar, esto puede ser todo un desafio. Sin embargo, una
de las lecciones mas importantes que aprendemos es a cooperar con la gracia que Dios nos ha dado para que
podamos llegar a conocerlo y aprender sobre él cada dia mas y mas profundamente.

Como catélicos, miramos a Jesucristo, que es el mejor maestro que podemos tener. En la lectura del Evangelio
de hoy, escuchamos acerca de la voz de Dios proveniente de una nube que les dice a los discipulos: “Este es mi
Hijo amado. Escuchalo a é1." Dios quiere que escuchemos y aprendamos de su Hijo unigénito. Durante esta
temporada de Cuaresma, considere aprender acerca de Jesus en las Escrituras. No tenga miedo de tomar una
Biblia y empezar a leer. Leer la Biblia puede formarte tanto intelectual como espiritualmente porque estas en-
contrando a Dios a través de Su palabra.

Personalmente, pienso en todos ustedes cuando estudio. Quiero profundizar en mis estudios teoldgicos no solo
para mi propio aprendizaje y santificacion, sino también para poder comunicar las verdades de nuestra Fe como
siervo de Cristo y Su Iglesia. Oren por nosotros, seminaristas, para que podamos seguir abriendo nuestras
mentes a Dios, para que algun dia podamos servirles como sus sacerdotes.
