My dear brothers and sisters in Christ,

Greetings to you all! I pray and hope that this
upcoming week bears many fruits for you. This
last week, we had Vacation Bible School (VBS) at
the parish, where the children learned all about
who they are in God’s eyes: they are so precious
that God knows, hears, comforts, forgives, and
chooses them. How good it is for them to hear
this truth!

For this bulletin, I want to reflect further on this
core tenet of Catholicism: “"How precious we are
in God’s eyes”, perhaps at a level of richness
better suited for teens and adults.

Recall from the Book of Genesis that God created
humans in His image and likeness. To be in God’s
image and likeness means that we have certain
qualities like an intellect and the power of free-
will.

It also means that we are destined to be God-like in Heaven, elevated to divinity with
God. No other created beings, not even angels, have this privilege. You are so loved
by God that He wants you to join Him in Heaven as someone who is like Him. Your
identity, who you are, revolves around the central fact that you are a beloved child of
God meant to enjoy divinity and joy for all eternity. This is true for every human
person.

However, sin has entered the world. Sin, by definition, is any offense against God and
His identity (truth, reason, goodness, et cetera). When we freely choose to sin, we act
contrary to who God is. Remember, though, that we are made in God’s image and
likeness. Therefore, when we sin, we also deny ourselves. Every time I sin, I reject
my identity, I deny who God knows me as. This also means that I reject the glory God
has in store for me in Heaven. God hates sin and calls us to repentance not only
because it offends Him, but also because it so thoroughly injures us, whom He loves
so greatly.

Therefore, my brothers and sisters, I implore you to make use of the Sacrament of
Reconciliation. Even if no grave sin has been committed, Confession grants a special
gift of strength against sinning again, so please frequent the sacrament.

We must firmly hold on to who we are in God’s eyes. While Satan and the world are
constantly proposing enticing alternative identities, only God’s Word given to us is
true and life-giving. Of course, God’s Word is His Son. If you know who Christ is, then
you will know who you are. Thus, pray, learn about Christ, read the Scriptures, and
receive the Sacraments.

As the Body of Christ, let us encourage and pray for each other as we strive for
holiness. Please pray for me this week, as I will pray for all of you. I look forward to
seeing many of you at Mass and throughout the week!

Dear Young People, good evening!

How good it is to get together again... World Youth Day is once more a celebration of joy and hope for
the whole Church ...

We can ask: What keeps us united? Why are we united? What prompts us to encounter each other?
The certainty of knowing that we have been loved with a profound love that we neither can nor want
to keep quiet about a love that challenges us to respond in the same way: with love. It is the love of
Christ that urges us on (cf. 2 Cor 5:14).

A love that does not overwhelm or oppress, cast aside or reduce to silence, humiliate or domineer. It
is the love of the Lord, a daily, discreet and respectful love; a love that is free and freeing, a love that
heals and raises up. The love of the Lord has to do more with raising up than knocking down, with
reconciling than forbidding, with offering new changes than condemning, with the future than the
past. It is the quiet love of a hand outstretched to serve, a commitment that draws no attention to
itself.

Dear young friends, the most hope-filled result of this Day will not be a final document, a joint letter or a programme to be carried
out. The most hope-filled result of this meeting will be your faces and a prayer. Each of you will return home with the new strength
born of every encounter with others and with the Lord. You will return home filled with the Holy Spirit, so that you can cherish and
keep alive the dream that makes us brothers and sisters, and that we must not let grow cold in the heart of our world. Wherever
we may be and whatever we may do, we can always look up and say, “Lord, teach me to love as you have loved us". Will you repeat
those words with me?

Mis queridos hermanos y hermanas en Cristo,

iSaludos a todos! Rezo y espero que esta semana @
que viene les traiga muchos frutos. La semana
pasada, tuvimos la Escuela Biblica de Vacaciones en
la parroquia, donde los nifios aprendieron quienes

En este boletin, quiero reflexionar sobre este
principio fundante de nuestra Fe Catdlica: “Que
preciosos somos a los ojos de Dios”.

Recordemos el Libro del Génesis que Dios crea al
hombre a Su imagen y semejanza. Tener la imagen
y semejanza de Dios quiere decir que tenemos unas
cualidades como el intelecto y la libertad.

También significa que estamos destinados a “ser-como-Dios” en el Cielo, seremos
elevados a compartir de la divinidad de Dios. Ningun otro ser creado tiene este privilegio.
