My Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

Greetings to you all! I pray and hope that our Lord has been
granting you many blessings during these hot summer days.
Some of you have already met me, but I want to introduce
myself more formally with this letter.

My name is Aidan Cameron-Smith. I grew up almost en-
tirely in Livermore, attending both St. Charles Borromeo
and St. Michael parishes at different points in my life. I
have been a seminarian of the Diocese of Oakland for the
last three years. Most of that time has been spent in
Spokane, WA, at Bishop White Seminary, where I received
college-level formation. Concurrently, I studied at Gonzaga
University, graduating this past May with a BA in
Philosophy. I am now in the enrollment process for St.
Patrick’s Seminary and University in Menlo Park, CA,
where I will begin my first year of theological studies and
formation.

I am not sure if John Paul has explained the seminary system in his previous letters to you, so, to avoid
possible confusion, I want to briefly do so now. Every man must undergo a certain amount of preparation
before he can be ordained a priest, so that he can be an effective minister of Christ.

In the early years of the Church, bishops would personally mentor and supervise a candidate until the
bishop thought the man was ready. Now, bishops delegate that responsibility to seminaries. In the United
States, every seminary is guided by documents written by the USCCB and authorized by the Vatican.

The most noticeable portion of seminary life is the academics; every seminarian must study college-level
philosophy and graduate-level theology. However, the diocesan priesthood is not solely about academics;
you, my brethren, deserve a priest with a pastoral heart. Therefore, a necessary part of a man’s preparation
for the priesthood is a true experience of parish ministry and life. That is why I joyfully join you here at
Queen of All Saints. I seek to better know you and how I might serve you and Christ in my future ministry.
I offer my sincere thanks to Fr. Neal for allowing me to stay at the Parish and meet all of you.
Unfortunately, I am only fully here until August 01, after which I will be preparing for my year at St.
Patrick’s Seminary. Nevertheless, I am trying to make the best of my short time here.

Please, if you have any need for prayers, let me know! I ask that you pray for me, that God’s will always
becomes clearer, and that I am always prepared to follow Him. Thank you for being part of this parish, and
for the warm welcome you have already shown me.

In the documents of the Second Vatican Council, we read that communion with the Body and Blood of Christ
: changes us into what we receive... Jesus Himself taught how important it was to Him that we come to celebrate the :
. Eucharist and receive Him in Holy Communion: :

i “Amen, amen, I say to you, unless you eat the flesh of the Son of Man and drink his blood, you do not have life

No estoy seguro si el seminarista John Paul les explicé el sistema del seminario anteriormente, pero se los quiero explicar
para que no haya confusion. Todos los hombres que entran al seminario deben tener una preparacion antes de ser ordenados
sacerdotes, para que asi puedan ser buenos ministros de Cristo.

Al inicio de la Iglesia los obispos guiaban y supervisaban personalmente a cada candidato al sacerdocio, hasta que
consideraba que el hombre estaba listo a ser ordenado. Hoy en dia, los obispos delegan esta responsabilidad a los
seminarios. En los Estados Unidos, cada seminario esta guiado por los documentos escritos por la Conferencia de Obispos
de Estados Unidos y autorizados por el Vaticano.

La mayor parte de la vida del seminario es la parte académica, cada seminarista tiene que estudiar filosofia a nivel
universitario y teologia a nivel de postgrado. Sin embargo, el sacerdocio diocesano no es solo acerca de lo académico y los
conocimientos; ustedes mis hermanos, se merecen un sacerdote con corazon de pastor. Por lo tanto, es necesario que parte
de la preparacion al sacerdocio sea una verdadera experiencia de ministerio y vida parroquial. Por eso con alegria me uno a
ustedes aqui a Reina de Todos Los Santos. Espero conocerlos mejor y saber como puedo servirlos a ustedes y a Cristo en mi
futuro ministerio. Le ofrezco mi sincero agradecimiento al Padre Neil por permitir que me quede en la parroquia y
conocerlos a todos ustedes. Desafortunadamente, solo estaré a tiempo completo hasta el primero de agosto, después de eso
me estaré preparando para mi afio en el Seminario San Patricio. Aln asi, estoy tratando de aprovechar este corto tiempo lo
mejor posible.
