Corpus Christi a Feast instituted by the Lord Himself

The Vision

At the beginning of the thirteenth century, a humble
sixteen-year-old girl named Julianna lived in Liege
(present day Belgium). She was very devoted to the
Eucharist and started having visions of the moon with a
dark spot, the moon representing the life of the Church
and the dark spot a missing feast to honor the
Eucharist.

Juliana entered a convent and continued to have visions
and listen to Christ in prayer with this request. Just
twenty years later when she became the superior of her
order, was able to mention it to the Bishop of Liege. He
discussed it with theologians and the Archdeacon of
Liege Jacques Pantaleon of Troyes, and they started
celebrating the Feast in the Dioceses of Liege in 1246.

The Miracle

In the thirteenth century, there was debate by theologians about the Real Presence of
the Body and Blood of Jesus in the Consecrated Bread and Wine. Father Peter of
Prague, a German priest, affected by these debates was having doubts, so he decided
to make a pilgrimage to Rome in 1263. On his way, he stopped to celebrate mass in
the Church of Saint Christina at Bolsena, Italy. When he was saying the words of
consecration blood started seeping from the Consecrated Host onto the corporal on the
altar. Father Peter ran to Pope Urban IV who was visiting the nearby town of Orvieto,
told him the story and confessed his doubts.

The Pope sent emissaries for an immediate investigation. When all the facts were
ascertained, he ordered the Bishop of the diocese to bring to Orvieto the Host and the
linen cloth bearing the stains of blood and the relics were placed in the cathedral. The
linen corporal bearing the spots of blood is still reverently enshrined and exhibited in
the Cathedral of Orvieto until today.

Institution of the Feast of Corpus Christi

God used these two events to move the Church to institute the Feast of Corpus Christi.
In 1246 Jacques Pantaleon of Troyes was the Archdeacon of Liege and was consulted
about the feast in the local diocese. In 1263 he had become Pope Urban 1V, and he
instituted the Feast of Corpus Christi for the universal Church to be celebrated the
Thursday after the Solemnity of the Holy Trinity.

This Feast aims to strengthen our belief in the Real Presence of Jesus in the Eucharist
and it encourages us to draw close to Him in the Blessed Sacrament.

Las visiones

Al comienzo del siglo trece, una humilde muchacha de
trece afos llamada Juliana vivia en Liege (hoy en dia
Bélgica). Ella era muy devota a la Eucaristia y empezo a
tener visiones de la luna con unas manchas oscuras.
Escuchaba la voz de Dios que le decia que la luna
representaba a la Iglesia y que las manchas
representaban una fiesta en honor a la Eucaristia.

Juliana entrd a un convento y continud teniendo visiones y
escuchando a Cristo en la oracidon con este pedido. Veinte
afos después, Juliana fue elegida superiora de su orden.
Solo en este momento pudo hablar con el Obispo de Liege
y contarle sobre sus visiones. El Obispo conversé con unos
tedlogos y con el Archidiacono de Liege Jacques Pantaleon
de Troyes y decidi® empezar a celebrar la Fiesta en la
Didcesis de Liege en 1246.

El Milagro

Al comienzo del siglo trece hubo un debate entre los tedlogos acera de la Presencia Real
del Cuerpo y la Sangre de Cristo en el Pan y Vino Consagrados. El Padre Pedro de Praga,
un sacerdote Aleman, afectado por estos debates estaba teniendo dudas, decidié hacer
una peregrinacion a Roma en 1263. En el camino, pard a celebrar misa en la Iglesia de
Santa Cristina en Bolsena, Italia. Cuando estaba diciendo las palabras de consagracion
empez6 a caer sangre de la Hostia Consagrada en el corporal. El padre Pedro corrio a
donde el Papa Urbano IV que estaba visitando al pueblo cercano de Orvieto, le contd lo
que le pasod y le confesd sus dudas.

El papa envié emisarios a investigar, cuando todos los datos fueron verificados, ordend al
Obispo que trajera la Hostia y el Corporal que tenia las manchas de sangre y que las
pusieran en la catedral para que sean veneradas. El corporal se encuentra enclaustrado
en la Catedral de Orvieto hasta hoy y se exhibe para la veneracidon porque aun lleva las
manchas de la sangre.

Institucion de la Fiesta del Corpus Christi

Dios uso estos dos eventos para mover a la Iglesia a instituir la Fiesta del Corpus Christi.
En 1246 Jacques Pantaleon de Troyes era el archidiacono de Liege y fue consultado sobre
la fiesta en la didcesis local. En 1263 se habia convertido en el Papa Urbano 1V, y él
mismo instituye la Fiesta del Corpus Christi para que la Iglesia Universal la celebre todos
los jueves después de la Solemnidad de la Santisima Trinidad.

Esta Fiesta tienen como objetivo fortalecer nuestra creencia en la Presencia Real de JesUs
en la Eucaristia y animarnos a acercarnos a El en el Santisimo Sacramento.
