As Catholics we believe that “Faith seeks understanding” so we must form our intellect.  

 

Part 2. The Church is no stranger to this journey of discovery, nor could she ever be. From the moment when, 
through the Paschal Mystery, she received the gift of the ultimate truth about human life, the Church has made 
her pilgrim way along the paths of the world to proclaim that Jesus Christ is “the way, and the truth, and the 
life” (Jn 14:6). It is her duty to serve humanity in different ways, but one way in particular imposes a responsibil-
ity of a quite special kind: the diakonia of the truth.1 This mission on the one hand makes the believing community 
a partner in humanity's shared struggle to arrive at truth; 2 and on the other hand it obliges the believing commu-
nity to proclaim the certitudes arrived at, albeit with a sense that every truth attained is but a step towards that 
fullness of truth which will appear with the final Revelation of God: “For now we see in a mirror dimly, but then 
face to face. Now I know in part; then I shall understand fully” (1 Cor 13:12).

CCC# 2560  "If you knew the gift of God!"7 The wonder of prayer is revealed beside the well where we come seeking water: there, Christ comes to meet every human being. It is he 

who first seeks us and asks us for a drink. Jesus thirsts; his asking arises from the depths of God's desire for us. Whether we realize it or not, prayer is the encounter of God's thirst with 

ours. God thirsts that we may thirst for him.8" 

CCC# 2561 "You would have asked him, and he would have given you living water."9 Paradoxically our prayer of petition is a response to the plea of the living God: "They have 

forsaken me, the fountain of living waters, and hewn out cisterns for themselves, broken cisterns that can hold no water!"10 Prayer is the response of faith to the free promise of     

salvation and also a response of love to the thirst of the only Son of God.11

Greetings Queen of All Saints,  

As we continue in this season of Lent, I pray that Our Lord continues to 
guide you closer to Himself. As you know by now, I have been writing 
to you all to share with you an inside look of what life is like at the    
seminary. During this time at the seminary, there is a particular focus on 
the life, passion, and death of Jesus Christ. Every Friday, we gather as a 
community and pray the Via Crucis, or Way of the Cross. This focus on 
Jesus allows us to consider what it means to be a priest.  

 
The Program for Priestly Formation, the document sent by the Vatican 
that provides the basis for training priests, emphasizes that priests should ultimately be formed to 
stand in the person of Christ. For the diocesan priest, the type of priest that I am being formed to be, 
there is a particular emphasis on Pastoral Formation, which is the topic of discussion for today.  

 
Pastoral formation focuses on Christ as the Good Shepherd. In this aspect of priestly training, the 
seminary looks to form men to be shepherds who can lead their flock in three areas: teaching,   
sanctifying, and governing. These three areas call the priest to be truly present to those under his 
care. One of the ways that the seminary forms men in this area is a program that we call “Field    
Education.” In this program, seminarians are sent weekly to a specific ministry assignment that 
helps them grow to be good shepherds.  

 
Last year, I had the wonderful opportunity to work with the Missionaries of Charity (commonly 
known as the Mother Teresa Sisters) in Pacifica, CA. This assignment was such a blessing for me. 
Every week I helped the sisters minister to the dying in their hospice center.  

 
The residents of this hospice came from every walk of life. Some were homeless, others drug       
addicts. Some were elderly and some were young. Every week I would help the sisters feed, bathe, 
and comfort the hospice residents who were close to death. Most importantly, I prayed with these 
sisters and hospice residents during their Holy Hour in front of the Blessed Sacrament. I have seen 
with my own eyes dying men who converted to Catholicism in their last few days of life, who      
received Catechesis from the smiling faces of sisters dressed in simple white and blue habits.  

 
This experience has taught me so much about being present to and walking with people who were in 
true pain. It taught me to be Christ to them by simply being with them and praying with them. It 
taught me that being a priest means being a shepherd who watches over his whole flock, even those 
who society has ignored because they were close to death. I thank God for this assignment.          
Although I was called to give my time to serve them, I found that the residents and sisters gave me 
so much in being able to encounter Christ in them.  

 
Brothers and Sisters at QAS, please continue to pray for us seminarians who long to be your     
shepherds one day.

Saludos Reina de Todos los Santos, 

 
Mientras continuamos en esta temporada de Cuaresma, oro para que Nuestro Se-
ñor continúe guiándolos más cerca de Él. Como ya saben, les he estado escribien-
do a todos para compartir con ustedes una mirada al interior de cómo es la vida en 
el seminario. Durante este tiempo en el seminario, hay un enfoque particular en la 
vida, pasión y muerte de Jesucristo. Todos los viernes, nos reunimos como co-
munidad y rezamos el Vía Crucis o Vía Crucis. Este enfoque en Jesús nos permite 
considerar lo que significa ser sacerdote. 

 
El Programa para la Formación Sacerdotal, el documento enviado por el Vaticano que proporciona la base 
para la formación de sacerdotes, enfatiza que los sacerdotes deben ser formados en última instancia para es-
tar en la persona de Cristo. Para el sacerdote diocesano, el tipo de sacerdote para el que me estoy formando, 
hay un énfasis particular en la Formación Pastoral, que es el tema de discusión de hoy. 

 
La formación pastoral se centra en Cristo como Buen Pastor. En este aspecto de la formación sacerdotal, el 
seminario busca formar hombres para ser pastores que puedan guiar a su rebaño en tres áreas: enseñar, santi-
ficar y gobernar. Estas tres áreas llaman al sacerdote a estar verdaderamente presente con quienes están bajo 
su cuidado. Una de las formas en que el seminario forma a los hombres en esta área es un programa que 
llamamos "Educación de campo". En este programa, los seminaristas son enviados semanalmente a una 
asignación ministerial específica que los ayuda a convertirse en buenos pastores. 

 
El año pasado, tuve la maravillosa oportunidad de trabajar con las Misioneras de la Caridad (comúnmente 
conocidas como las Hermanas Madre Teresa) en Pacifica, CA. Esta asignación fue una gran bendición para 
mí. Cada semana ayudé a las hermanas a ministrar a los moribundos en su centro de cuidados paliativos. 

 
Los residentes de este hospicio provenían de todos los ámbitos de la vida. Algunos eran vagabundos, otros 
drogadictos. Algunos eran ancianos y algunos eran jóvenes. Cada semana ayudaba a las hermanas a alimen-
tar, bañar y consolar a los residentes del hospicio que estaban al borde de la muerte. Lo más importante es 
que oré con estas hermanas y residentes del hospicio durante su Hora Santa frente al Santísimo Sacramento. 
He visto con mis propios ojos a hombres moribundos que se convirtieron al catolicismo en sus últimos días 
de vida, que recibieron la catequesis de los rostros sonrientes de hermanas vestidas con sencillos hábitos 
blancos y azules. 

 
Esta experiencia me ha enseñado mucho sobre estar presente y caminar con personas que estaban en 
verdadero dolor. Me enseñó a ser Cristo para ellos simplemente estando con ellos y orando con ellos. Me 
enseñó que ser sacerdote significa ser un pastor que cuida a todo su rebaño, incluso a los que la sociedad ha 
ignorado porque estaban al borde de la muerte. Doy gracias a Dios por esta asignación. Aunque fui llamado 
a dar mi tiempo para servirlos, descubrí que los residentes y las hermanas me dieron mucho al poder encon-
trar a Cristo en ellos. 

 
Hermanos y hermanas de QAS, sigan orando por nosotros, los seminaristas, que anhelamos ser sus pastores 
algún día.
